Phase 1 Acceptance Stage 
28 July to 30 July 

Students to Accept Only One Offer  
A student who wishes to accept NYJC 
Confirmed Offer must submit the 
Acceptance Form by 29 July to Mrs 
Koh Siew Leng, HOD PE/CCA. Upon 
submission of acceptance form, as 
long as the applicant meets the 
eligibility criteria for JC admission, he 
is guaranteed a place in NYJC.  

Phase1 Cooling-Off Stage 
2 – 4 Aug 

Students may cancel their Phase 1 
acceptances during this stage, if they 
wish to accept a Phase 2 offer. They 
must approach MOE-Customer 
Service Centre during this period.

(All JCs except ACS(I), HCI, NJC, RJC, 
TJC & VJC) 
 

Phase 2 Acceptance Stage 
20 Aug to 25 Aug 

Students to Accept Only One Offer  
A student who wishes to accept NYJC Confirmed 
Offer must submit the Acceptance Form by 24 
Aug to Mrs Koh Siew Leng, HOD PE/CCA. Upon 
submission of acceptance form, as long as the 
applicant meets the eligibility criteria for JC 
admission, he is guaranteed a place in NYJC.  

Withdrawal Stage – By 8 Oct, 5 pm 
Students must submit withdrawals from DSA-JC Exercise 2010 personally at MOE 
CSC in any of the phases to participate in JAE and JPSAE before 8 Oct by 5.00pm. 
Students who had accepted DSA Offer but have not withdrawn by 8 Oct are deemed 
to have confirmed their acceptance and they are not eligible to participate in JAE and 
JPSAE, if they meet the eligibility criteria for JC admission.
