Hair 
 

 

 Well-groomed and neatly in place 

 Not touching the collar or ears 

 No long side-burns, moustaches or 

beards 

 No colouring, tinting or highlighting 

of hair 
 

 

 Long hair length must be neatly tied up 

 No colouring, tinting or highlighting of 

hair 

 

 

Jewellery 
 

 

 No earrings/studs 

 Necklaces/Chains must be hidden by 

the college shirt 

 No other types of jewellery are 

permitted unless due to religious 

reasons and permission from the 

college administration has been 

granted 

 
 

 

 One earring/stud per student on each 

ear 

 Earrings/studs must be appropriate 

 No make-up to be worn when in 

college attire 

 Necklaces/Chains must be hidden by 

the college blouse. 

 No other types of jewellery are 

permitted unless due to religious 

reasons and permission from the 

college administration has been 

granted

College Uniform 
 

 Must be properly attired at all times, both within and outside the college premises 

Shirt/Blouse 
 

 Must be nice-fitting and appropriate 

 Must be neatly tucked in 

 College pin must be displayed prominently on the left shirt/blouse collar 

 

Pants/Skirt 
 

 Must fit snugly at the waist 

 Not too tight-fitting or excessively baggy 

 Must fit snugly at the waist 

 Maximum length allowed above the 

knee is approximately 2.5 cm 

College Tie 
 

 Worn on official events such as College Day and whenever instructed to do so 

 Tie knot must be positioned at the shirt/blouse collar 

 Tip of the tie should reach the upper tip of the college pants/skirt whilst standing 

 

Shoes & Socks 
 

 Covered shoes that fully conceal the feet 

 Height must not exceed the ankle region i.e. no high cut shoes or shoes reaching the calf 

region 

 No luminous or unacceptable shoe/lace colours 

 Socks must be worn 

 

Half-uniform 

i.e. College 

pants/skirt with a 

College/CCA 

/Official Class T-

Shirt 
 

May be worn: 

 On official dress-down days approved by the College 

 During Co-Curricular Activities (CCA) in the College on CCA day 

 When visiting the College for non-academic purposes on Saturdays, during the school 

holidays or the Year Two revision period
